This procedure lets you adjust the sound output level balance
between the front, center, and rear speakers using the built-in
test tone generator.

When the power is off (in the standby mode), pressing the
DISC selector (1, 2 or 3) button will turn the power on and
start CD playback automatically.
When the power is on, even if an input source other than CD
player is selected, pressing a DISC selector button or closing
the disc table by pushing the front edge of the disc table
gently will start playback directly.
* These ways of playback can also be used to close the disc

PLAYXCHANGE

Precautions
• If TV or radio interference occurs during CD player

operation, move the unit away from the TV or radio.

COMPACT DISC PLAYER OPERATION

Program play
You can program up to 20 tracks in any desired order.

1 Load discs and close the disc table.

2 When in the stop mode, press the PROG button to 
prepare for programming.
* “PROG” and “P-01” will light up on the display, and all

track numbers on the selected disc begin flashing.

3 If necessary, select a desired disc by pressing the DISC 
SKIP button.
* Just after you changes the disc, this unit reads the

contents of the newly selected disc for a few seconds.
During this internal operation, if you go on to the next
step, “WAIT” appears on the display and your
operation is canceled.

The first programmed track
number will be displayed.

• To resume playback, press the play/pause / button.

To cancel a programmed sequence

There are several methods as described below.
• Press the stop button while the unit is stopped.
• Open the disc table
• Switch off the power.

COMPACT DISC PLAYER OPERATION

To check program data

1. If during playing back, press the stop button.
2. Press the PROG button.
3. Each time the button is pressed, the track numbers
